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Introduction: 
Today is Trinity Sunday. It is good that we have such a day in our church year. It reminds us that we are not God.

This is a good day to remember our baptism and be thankful! What was said at our baptism: I baptize you in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. Those three names are all names for God.
Do you sometimes find yourself heavy with grief and powerless to do much if any good to make this world a better place? You are not alone. But, on those days we feel that way, we need a different perspective. These feelings can make us feel like a powerless god.

To get this right and to get right with God, we need to be reminded of  what we already know.  3:16 "For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life.

3:17 "Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved through him.”

Jesus tells Nicodemus, that as smart and good of a man as he is, he still did not know that God’s love is a gift. 

Will Willimon says, “We must learn, relearn, that our relationship with God, is a gift of God. We are not “saved” by our efforts but by God’s gift. We are… saved by grace.” The church has always taught that truth.
What does this have to do with the Trinity? Everything. It is of the Trinity to reach , to embrace, to seek, and to find humanity. The Trinity- Father, Son, and Holy Spirit- keeps reaching, keeps giving, so that we, by God’s grace, might be saved.

How are we saved? We are saved by the work of Jesus, not through our own efforts. …It is our job to respond to the incredible gift that is ours in Jesus Christ, not to attempt to affect our salvation ourselves. We are saved by grace.”
Remember what Jesus said to Nicodemus?  There is the mystery of birth and the mystery of the wind where it blows. So, it is true of the Holy Spirit and the God head that all through this world and God’s universe the Holy Spirit is reaching out and touching the lives of people.   We are not the only way the Holy Spirit works in this world. We are to love God and others. In some ways we make it too hard for ourselves, and in other ways we make it easy and not even aware that God is working in and through you.

To be a conscientious Christian can be a good thing and we can miss use it and make it a pain in the neck. We are called to love one another, but we are not called of God to try to rule the world or even our part of the world.
What is going on is however is God assaulting, reconfiguring and recreating the world to be God’s world. God’s grace is frankly a disruption of all our lives.
So, now let’s turn back to Nicodemus. God wants him and us to leave behind an old dead end system of living and to surrender to the Spirit in a new life of possibilities: Love one another, love our enemies, and love those have strange habits and ideas we may think are nuts.
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
