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Proverbs 8: 1-4, 22-31
Psalm 8
Romans 5: 1-5
John 16: 12-15
Introduction: 
This is the Sunday that any sane minister wishes he or she was not here.

It is Trinity Sunday. The Trinity is the hardest of all theological ideas there is to explain in Christianity.

The poems of Proverbs 8 and Psalm 8 emphasis the transcendence of God. It seems to me that the easiest way to understand this big word is the share others words that are like it.
Webster’s Dictionary gives these suggestions: Related Words celebrity, fame, famousness, glory, honor, renown, reputation, repute; mega stardom, stardom, superstardom; greatness, illustriousness, nobleness, notableness; ascendance (also ascendance),  authority, domination, dominion; influence, power, prestige, weight; infamy, notoriety. These words give us help in understanding transcendence. 
You will notice this list includes infamy and notoriety. There are those who see God as negative, while the church sees God’s greatness with all those other words.

The two scriptures listed above make the point that the world is well ordered, and everything falls into place as God’s will. They also both proclaim that God is relational. We see this in the New Testament in John 1:1 and ff in Jesus, the Son of God, as creator of all things. This makes sense to us as we understand Christ coming to live among us. God in Christ is what we call the incarnation, or God living in the person of Jesus Christ.
These same two scriptures point out that Wisdom is the first things created before anything else was made. Wisdom is shared with all humanity as well. But it is most clear with Jesus. It was in Jesus, the Christ, and in the Spirit sent to the Disciples and us after Christ’s ascension.

The significance of these scriptures continues, when we are overwhelmed by our daily struggles. Anything that dehumanized a person or culture is against this wisdom and is full of hatred and greed. We see this in any natural, political and social chaos that occurs.

Psalm 8 in particular points out that God is the architect and designer of all that is good. Compare that with all the evil, greed and chaos in the world, where God is not to blame for such events.

The Apostle Paul and others in the scriptures referees to the world as groaning, where such chaos exists, and we, too, groan, as we see what is not wise and good in God’s creation even now. Paul also refers to the events and actions that cause boundaries to come between God and those relationships that are at cross purposes with God. This is where the Triune God, or Trinity always works for the good or created order of God’s universe. Humans, who are understanding God’s wisdom, give glory and honor to this God. God is a saving God for those who trust and believe. Through understanding the grace and love of God, followers of Father, Son and Holy Spirit can boast in the hope of sharing  the glory of God’s endless love toward us.
But, with that relationship to God comes a suffering for the faithful followers of Christ. There is shame for the unfaithful and most often the suffering comes from those who chose to deny the glory of God in some manner. So now we are back to hatred and greed.
Our hope is in the Father, Son and Holy Spirit as we place our trust in this triune or 3 in one God.  The Spirit, full of Wisdom, will guide us into all truth.

One writer I read said, “Our hope will not be weary, because the love of God is fueled in our hearts through the work of the Holy Spirit, who will help us understand the difficult things that surround the work of God in saving the world. Or as John’s Gospel says, “this Spirit will guide us into all the truth.”

Conclusion:

We will not be wrong in trusting in the hope of who God is and loving that God as seen in Jesus Christ!
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
