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Introduction: 
Have you ever been in a situation, where you were struck with amazement, and felt unworthy to have it happen?

That is what is happening to Peter as he is experiencing this great catch of fish.

It starts with the word “but”. 

When you read your bible be careful after you read the word “but”. It means that something exceptional is going to happen.

For Peter, he realizes that he is in the presence of someone he is unworthy to even speak. He does the most amazing thing. It is a public confession:

 "Go away from me, Lord, for I am a sinful man!"
Have you ever felt unworthy in your life where you say something similar to Peter? "Go away from me, Lord, for I am a sinful man!" or a sinful person?

Is our worship experience so routine, dull or shallow, that we seldom, if ever, say “Forgive me, Lord?”
It is fascinating to see what really happens in this scene today.

We have heard of phrases like swear like a sailor.

I have heard it around truck drivers, sewer construction workers, dock workers in warehouses, and a few others, that I will not bore you.

Peter was one of those kind of people, and so were the others around him.

But, for him to be struck with the incredible realization, that God has showed up, on his boat, he is stunned.

People who swear in a normal conversation do not suddenly fall down at their knees in front of someone with a public confession. He knows he has met God!

Jesus read Peter right. Peter was scared to death. 

Then Jesus said to Simon, "Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching people."
Perhaps, we have never been confronted with a situation, where we were stunned in fear in our relationship with God, but my hunch is we have all been caught in a very embarrassing situation, where we would like to be anywhere in the world except that spot right then. 

It took this kind of jolt for Peter and the other fishermen to come and follow Jesus after this call.  

Conclusion:

But, we are not Peter. Every single Sunday God is calling us to be more than we were the day before. Every single day God is calling us to be more than we already are. We are not called to do impossible things. We are called to be more of what we already are at our very best.
John Wesley is known for his theme of “Going on to Perfection.”

He never said not assumed that anyone ever arrived at perfection. It is a process. It grows on you. No one is perfect except the one that made us. What goodness will you work on this week for God?
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
