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Introduction: 
This Lenten Season we have scriptures that all seem to point to different temptations that Jesus has to face.

First:  his temptations in the wilderness, and now temptations from the Pharisees to trick him to leave town, because of threats from Herod.

In today’s reading from Phillipians, we find Paul and the church at Phillipi  having enemies of the Cross, who are tempting this church to do things that they should not, and to not do things that they should.

These passages also deal with repentance and laments.
Our dictionary says this:

: to mourn aloud : wail nightingales lament without ceasing— L. P. Smith 
transitive verb
1 : to express sorrow, mourning, or regret for often demonstratively : mourn … must regret the imprudence, lament the result …— Jane Austen 
2 : to regret strongly He lamented his decision not to go to college.
Walt Bruggemann defines Israel’s practice of lament as “the processing of pain.”

So, the story of Jesus comparing himself to a hen with her chicks is a public lamenting.

Jesus’ weeping over Jerusalem is the public processing of divine pain for an opportunity offered and missed.

Today, we are more apt to mourn for the loss of someone we love more than for the ways that our sin, our rebellion, our infidelity has caused God sadness.
