Hosea 1: 2-10
Psalm 85
Colossians 2:6-15
Luke 11: 1-13
Introduction:

Whatever happened to the Holy part of God’s name? Hallowed be your name? In the course of a normal day, there are times, I hear the word God, Christ, Jesus and people are not praying. Sometimes it is in a flippant way, and sometimes in a profane way. I wonder if such comments ever register in their thoughts, what they are really saying? God must be awfully busy damning things and people all over the world?

In the prayer we call the “Lord’s Prayer”, We are asking for the Lord’s name to be sacred or hallowed. How do we keep God’s name hallowed in our daily routine?

What would it look like, if God’s kingdom were to come? What would our politics look like, sound like, and change the world? What would our communities be like? Would people really stop at every stop sign? What would competition look like in our work places, or sporting events? 
How would our food pantries change, if at all, if God’s kingdom did come?

Would we be more conscious of forgiving each other of our sins? Would we really know deep down in our hearts that God has truly forgiving us? How would we act and feel, if this is truly true? Yes, your sins are forgiven!

What would be different about our families and our relationships?

Most of us are in debt, but we seem to only think of this as money. What if we suddenly find our social and political debts are paid and we have a clean start to living in a new fresh way?

What if we found ourselves having no more trials and temptations that can get us in trouble anymore?
Do you suppose that God wants anyone in a cage or jail or to be enslaved anymore? 

Is this what the Lord’s prayer is really about? 

Then we find this story about the parent who would not give a bad gift to a loved child. How does that relate to the Lord’s prayer?

It may come as a shock to us, but God really does love this whole creation that God has created. The last verse of this text proves it.

“how much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!"
Conclusion:

Perhaps it is time to be more careful with our speech, when using the name of God? Perhaps it is time to rethink the Lord’s prayer as a nice thing to do in church whenever we go?
Perhaps it is time to realize the Lord’s prayer is a prayer for our universe, whether we are here or on the moon or Mars or else- where in God’s kingdom?
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
